The PLAN test, a standardized test given each fall to
high school freshmen and sophomores nationwide, is
designed as a dry run for the all -important ACT. The
ACT is one of two widely accepted college entrance
exams that juniors and seniors take, amidst much
prayer, that plays a major role in determining whether
or not a student will be admitted into the college of his
dreams. A high score on the ACT, or its academic
twin, the SAT, will open most hallowed halls.
